Dear Ms. Trouble,

While I can sympathize with the plight of those who suffer the plague of a plentitude of pads, I cau-
tion you against a pernicious or persistent pruning of these precious protectors of your pond. Water
lilies filter silt and nutrients that wash into your pond, and stabilize the bottom sediments to prevent
clouds of turbidity during each gentle breeze. They are the home not only to frogs gargantuan but
also those of a more diminutive stature. They are also the favored foods of fish, muskrats and
moose. As for their aesthetic appeal, well, Claude Monet and water gardeners throughout the world
would probably disagree with the desire to rip Gm out. It is easier to find information about taking
care of water lilies than about taking charge of them, although access to the open water of some
lakes and ponds does certainly suffer from an abundance of oar and prop tangle .

The water lilies found in New York are part of a genera of plants (N y m p I thaehas over 70 vari-
eties, ranging from delicate dwarfs and gigantic lilies of the Amazon to the common submergent
plant called coontail that is also probably in your pond. Although their flowers can encompass all of
Monet® color palate, the most common varieties in New York are the white (N 'y m p h aadeyal-
low (N u p hlidies.

If you@re planning to rid your pond of these pretty protectors, however, there are a few things you

should know about water lilies. First of all, the plant is characterized not only by a conspicuous lily

pad and fragrant flower, but also a fleshy, gnarled rhizome that is often thicker than Preciousfleg.

Long-term control of the lilies may ultimately be predicated on the removal of this rhizome. There

are also several rare or endangered plants, such as the yellow lotus, that look a lot like our native

lilies. Don@ forget that like all plants on land and sea, water lilies do best in a friendly environment,

such as downhill from a manicured croquet pitch, so control begins athome. (c ont i nued on p.

That said, the most common methods for controlling nuisance levels of water lilies are cutting,
covering, and chemicals. Other strategies such as lake drawdown have only variable success, and

biological control agents such as grass carp prefer to have a little less fiber in their diets, although
aphids have been observed to chomp away on water lilies.

Cutting the plants works best if the cuttings are removed (harvested). Since lilies grow so rapidly,
multiple cuttings will be required, and future growth will not be curtailed without cutting the rhi-
zome (into pieces smaller than about 4 inches, the approximate limit for spawning new growth).
Rotovating, a form of underwater rototilling, has been somewhat more successful, since it displaces
the rhizomes, but this operation is much more extensive and expensive. The state of Washington
reports some success at longer-term control by removing the leaves (only) and thus depleting the
carbohydrate source for the plant over the course of several yearsé kind of a lake management
version of the Atkins Diet?

Covering the pond bottom with an opaque mat, aka benthic barrier or bottom screen, may serve as
an effective sunscreen, although it can be frustrating trying to site and anchor the matting material,
such as dark plastic tarps, onto the fibrous bottom. These should be sited early in the year, or else
the plants will be too difficult to smother.

Chemical control has been utilized for thinning or eliminating the populations of water lilies. In
general, contact herbicides such as glyphosate ( Wodeo0 ,Pondimaster0 ¢tc.) have been more suc-
cessful at controlling lilies than systemic herbicides, and those contact herbicides that can be ap-
plied directly to the floating leaves have worked better than those applied to the water. However,
multiple treatments will probably be required, and the mats of decomposing treated lilies often lift
up and form floating islands. Remember that chemical application may require a permit.

Each of these management strategies have demonstrated some success, but all have side effects and
can be unsuccessful for one reason or another. While a Bullwinkle stocking program might be the
most successful and aesthetically pleasing way to control water lilies, most lake residents have

found ways to coexist more or less peacefully with their padded pond partners. Dr. Lake

Supreme Court Rules on |

On December 3, 2002, the United States Supreme Court made a
unanimous decision that will allow victims and their families to
sue boat manufacturers for damages when a recreational boat
without prop guards causes death or injury. This decision in
Spri et sma v. mihereqoirg foat maMigadturers e
to satisfy different safety standards for recreational vessels and
associated equipment in all 50 states, rather than the one set of
federal safety standards currently being met. The Supreme Court
determined that the Federal Boat Safety Act (FBSA) of 1971,
which maintains national safety standards as set by the Coast
Guard, does not preempt state tort laws. The FBSA was enacted
to improve boating safety, to authorize the establishment of national construction and performance
standards for boats and associated equipment, and to encourage greater uniformity of boating laws
and regulations as among the States and the Federal Government.

The case revolves around a 1995 boating accident in which an Illinois woman, Jeanne Sprietsma,
fell overboard and was struck by a propeller causing fatal injuries. Her husband sued Mercury
Marine for wrongful death claiming that the outboard was unreasonably dangerous because it
lacked a propeller guard.

The decision by the Supreme Court will allow the plaintiff to seek damages in the Illinois state
court.
